Most counties in this service area are designated as whole county health professions shortages areas (HPSA) or include a medically underserved area or population.  The African-American population in Nacogdoches County is 10,203 and the Hispanic population is 7,996; both populations are projected to double in the next 20 years.

Any attempted assignment or transfer by any Contractor of its obligation without such consent shall be void.
