Program Goals for 2017-2018 
	Recruitment/Promoting HDFS:
i. In spring 2018 (Feb) hold an advising luncheon to promote the HDFS minor and new courses—invite faculty/advisors from across campus.
ii. Expand the HDFS Advisory Board
iii. Nurture relationships with community colleagues—revisit faculty assignments; update articulation agreements; serve on advisory boards at community colleges, potentially hold luncheon
iv. Reach out to admitted students who have not enrolled—ambassadors will call and student worker email the 1st Monday of every month; develop strategies for reaching out to parents of the admitted students. 
Discussion Items:
1. Graduate courses:
a. HDFS graduate course (HMS 551) will be taught by Dr. Farago in Summer 2
b. We need a plan to outline when HMS graduate electives should be/will be offered – Dr. Jumper will share a spreadsheet and all HDFS faculty will add on there what their advisees need to be taking so we can make a plan as to when to offer graduate courses
c. Fall/Spring/Summer HDFS graduate courses may need to be rotated

2. Summer/Fall Teaching Schedules:
a. HMS 146 will move up to Maymester – that’s when it will be offered 
b. Discussed fall teaching schedules; Dr. Mize/Dr. Martin will finalize schedules this week
c. HMS 430: Policy course – may be offered in the fall? We could advertise new courses to our majors (Family Communication offered in 2019 etc.)
d. New degree plan will be approved in April; will come on board in Fall 2019 (students can switch sooner)
e. Dr. Mize will contact Stephanie Strahl to find out how many more students need 340 and 443
f. Paige will pull enrollment numbers for courses offered last summer/fall/spring etc.

3. Articulation agreements
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]We have 9 of them with 9 community colleges 
b. Angelina College articulation agreement is under revision 
i. There is conversation about bringing in classes from community colleges and applying them toward electives --“required electives” is what students will need; 23 electives will come into effect in Fall 2018
ii. CDEC/TECA very lab intensive (Angelina lab school etc.) – we discussed the possibility of subbing out HMS 342/420 (Pre-practicum/Practicum) and allowing students to transfer in these courses; or, we can do more to prepare students to prepare for the practicum in all HDFS courses 
iii. Possibility: two degree plans (?)
iv. It is time to update the Angelina articulation agreement --- we are now are an HDFS program not a Child Development program
v. Potentially we could create a minor in Child Development: 340, 443, 353, 241, etc.; Ms. Cortines will check with Lisa Stone if some of the minor classes need to be taken in-residence & if so, how many, and how many need to be advanced
