Assessment Method: 
edTPA --a performance-based, subject-specific assessment and support system used by teacher preparation programs throughout the United States to emphasize, measure and support the skills and knowledge that all teachers need from Day 1 in the classroom. For each handbook field, the placement is a Pre-Kindergarten to 12th grade classroom. edTPA is a subject-specific assessment that includes versions for 27 teaching fields. The assessment features a common architecture focused on three tasks: Planning, Instruction, and Assessment.
Aspiring teachers must prepare a portfolio of materials during their student teaching clinical experience. edTPA requires aspiring teachers to demonstrate readiness to teach through lesson plans designed to support their students’ strengths and needs; engage real students in ambitious learning; analyze whether their students are learning and adjust their instruction to become more effective. Teacher candidates submit unedited video recordings of themselves at work in a real classroom as part of a portfolio that is scored by highly trained educators. edTPA builds on decades of teacher performance assessment development and research regarding teaching skills and practices that improve student learning.

Scores for each rubric are 1-5 with 5 being the highest. The highest score for the 15 rubric handbooks is 75 while the highest score for the 18 rubrics handbook is 90.

Analysis and Interpretation:
The EPP continues to implement edTPA full scale across programs and continues to monitor results. Texas has not established a cut score yet. In 2023-2024 368 teacher candidates submitted an edTPA. SFA teacher candidates submitted 19 in different edTPA Handbooks. Mean scores overall and across each certification program were at or were above 37, the most common cut score used by other states. Analysis of mean scores disaggregated by gender and ethnicity were also at or above 37 when there were at least 10 SFA teacher candidates. 

Areas for improvement include Task 2 Instruction and Task 3 Assessment. 

A key area for specific improvement within Task 2 Instruction is Rubric 10 Analyzing 	Teaching Effectiveness. Analyzing teaching effectiveness is consistently the lowest mean 	score for Task 3 Assessment across most programs and when disaggregated by gender 	and ethnicity.

Areas for specific improvement within Task 3 Assessment are Rubric 13. Student Use 	of Feedback and Rubric 14. Analyzing Students’ Language Use and Content Learning. 	These two rubrics have the lowest mean scores across most programs and when 			disaggregated by gender and ethnicity.
