Example

Baseline data was collected at the beginning of the spring semester to determine Jane’s current level of performance. Jane reduced the use of the phonological process of final consonant deletion by producing final consonants in words with 81% accuracy given no cues and 100% accuracy given minimal cues. She was produced final consonants in words in sentences with 60% accuracy given no cues and 70% aaccuracy given minimal cues. Jane reduced the use of the phonological process of cluster reduction by producing clusters in words with 57% accuracy given no cues and 86% accuracy given minimal cues.
